Now that you have a clear overview of your income, spending, and goals, it's time to set your budget You may want to review what costs can be cut to optimize your saving goals.

In our supper-busy 21st century lives, most of us try to do as much as we can in 24 hours. However, we usually do things whenever it suits us, and expects say that this is disrupting our body’s natural cycle, making us feel tired at times when we should feel awake, and vice versa. Science shows that by doing things at the right time, we can be happier and healthier.
Have breakfast at 8.00 am 
In a recent study, researchers found having breakfast at this time is good for our blood sugar levels, so the food you eat now will give you the energy you need. It’s also important not to skip breakfast. Another research team, from Sweden, suggested that people who ate a regular breakfast as teenagers were 32% less likely to be at risk of heart disease as adults.
Don’t drink coffee in the morning. Have one at 3.00 pm 
Most coffee drinkers make a cup as soon as they wake up. However, researchers have suggested that early morning is the worst time to drink coffee, because it stops the body from producing the stress hormone cortisol, which we need at this time to help us more mentally alert, according to a study carried out by the University of Sheffield a few years ago.
Have lunch Between 12.00 and 2.00 
This is when our body digests food best, because this is when the stomach produces most acid. So it’s the ideal time to have your main meal of the day. An experimentally by nutritionists at the University of Surrey found that blood glucose levels after an evening meal were much higher than when people had the same meal earlier in the day, and high levels of glucose can cause diabetes.
Have dinner at 7.00 pm.
Have your evening meat early. It should be delicious- our sense of smell and taste are at their best at this time- but light. And if you want a small glass of wine, have it before dinner, as 6.30 is when the liver is most efficient at dealing with alcohol.
More good times for your body
– Ideally, you should get up when the sun rises. When we see daylight, we stop producing the sleep hormone melatonin and start getting ready for the day ahead.
– Do yoga or go for a walk before breakfast.
– Do important tasks at 11. 00 Am., when your brain is working best.
– Weightlifting session are best done at midday – that’s when your muscles are strongest.
– The best time to run or cycle is 5.00 p.m., when your lung capacity – important for endurance sports – is at its greatest. 
– Go to bed between 9.00p.m., and 11.00 p.m. This is when your body temperature starts to go down and the brain begins producing melatonin.

Astana occupies the north-western part of the Sary Arka, on the river Ishim. The climate is extreme continental. The scorching summers bring dust storms and hot, dry winds. It is a modern growing city, a political, financial, economic, scientific and socio-cultural centre of the state. In 1999 Astana was awarded with the medal and little of City of Peace by UNESCO
There are a lot of magnificent beautiful buildings, higher educational establishments, colleges and secondary schools, hotels, banks and other commercial structures in Astana, the new capital of the Republic of Kazakhstan. From everywhere you can see Baiterek, the symbol of prosperity and happiness.
The Baiterek Tower has become the city's symbol and its visiting card. The height of the structure is 105 meters. At the height of 97 meters there is an observation deck providing a bird's eye view of the city. The figure of 97 was not chosen at random. It symbolizes the year of the movement of the capital from Almaty to Astana. The Baiterek Tower accommodates an art gallery, a large aquarium and a restaurant.
The Republic of Kazakhstan is a member of eleven international organizations including United Nation, UNESCO, UNICEF, IMF and others. The main symbols of our country are the Flag, the Emblem, the National Anthem

Ecology is a science which studies the relationship between all forms of life on our planet and the environment.
Since ancient times Nature has served Man, giving him everything he needs: air to breathe, food to eat, water to drink, wood for building and fuel for heating his home. For thousands of years people lived in harmony with the environment and it seemed to them that the resources of Nature had no end or limit.
With the industrial revolution our negative influence on Nature began to increase. Big factories pollute the air we breathe, the water we drink, the fields where our crops are grown. Big cities suffer from smog. Cars with their engines have become the main source of polluting in industrial countries.
Vast forests are cut down everywhere for the needs of industries. As a result, many kinds of animals, birds, fish and plants are disappearing nowadays.
The pollution of the air and the world’s oceans and the thinning the ozone layer are the other problems arising from men’s careless attitude to ecology.
Climate has a very important influence on plants, animals and humans and is different in different parts of the world. But recently the climate has changed a lot, especially in Europe. Scientists think that the reason is greenhouse effect. It is caused by carbon dioxide (углекислый газ). Carbon dioxide is produced when we burn things. Also people and animals breathe in oxygen and breathe out carbon dioxide. As you know, trees take this gas from air and produce oxygen. But in the last few years people have cut down and burn big areas of rainforest. This means that there are fewer trees and more carbon dioxide.
This gas in the atmosphere works like glass in a greenhouse. It lets heat get in, but it doesn’t let much heat get out. So the atmosphere becomes warmer.
Greenhouse effect is sometimes called global warming.
Active measures should be taken to save the life on our planet because we are the caretakers of the earth. There is an international organization called 
Greenpeace which is doing much to preserve the environment. The world knows about the Green Peace action to stop hunting whales or killing baby seals. They block the way to the ships that try to dump waste, and work hard to create a nuclear-free world.

– stop pollution (use filters, recycle waste, develop new technologies)
– save natural resources
– take care of nature (not to cut down forests, etc.)
People must do something! For example, to protect water people make special filters and air purifiers. People must collect waste properly so it does not get into water or land and also recycle. There is a good formula of RRR. It is Reduce, Reuse and Recycle.
But I think the best solution is to develop technologies which produce no waste. There are also some alternatives to cleaners and pesticides, soda, for example. Also solar energy can be used instead of fossil fuels (ископаемое топливо).
People also should not cut down forests and other plants. To protect animals they must organize National parks and Wildlife reservations.
Nuclear bombs testing must be stopped to prevent radioactive contamination of the atmosphere.
2. What can you personally do to help nature?
To protect nature people should change their attitude to it. Man should stop taking everything he needs. It is good that at last people start to realize that they should keep air and water clean. Efforts are made to reduce pollution from automobile engines. What can we common people do? I think the first and the simplest thing is to keep our environment clean, clear away the rubbish after yourselves, be careful with the fire.  The other thing that we should cultivate a sense of duty in our children, in our youth to take care of our nature, our planet.
We can reduce the usage of electricity and drinking water. For example, when you clean your teeth and let the water run, you lose two or three liters of water. Now multiply 3 liters by the number of people in our city and you will see that it is a lot. But we can stop it if we switch off the water. We can reduce the usage of packing and buying things in plastic packs. It is important because it is very difficult to recycle plastic. If we reuse plastic bags, the factories will produce less of them and will harm Nature less.
In short: I can reduce the usage of gas, electricity and water. I can reuse many things (clothes, for example), paper, bottles.

British people love their homes and consider their home to be their castle. In the UK there are a lot of TV programmes about houses. One programme, called ‘Changing rooms’ is very popular. One family or couple takes a room in another family’s house and they change the look of the room. Sometimes they change it completely, changing the furniture and the style. Sometimes the people who live there are very happy with the new room, sometimes it does not suit their taste and they don’t like the changes at all.

There are various types of housing in Britain. These range from the traditional thatched cottages to modern blocks of flats in the cities. Houses are often described by the period they were built in, for example, Georgian, Victorian, 1930’s or post-war. They are also described by the type of house they are. A terraced house is a house joined to another house. A semi-detached house is two houses joined together. A detached house is a house which has no houses attached to it. A bungalow is a one story house, and the word comes from hindi, the Indian language. The word was introduced into Britain during the British occupation of India. British houses are also described by the number of bedrooms they have, e.g. 3 or 4 bedrooms.

British houses are usually built of brick. Semi-detached houses are usually in the suburbs, which are near the town centre. Terraced houses and blocks of flats are mostly in the town centre. These are often the inner city areas which have the poorest people and the highest crime. Although not always, it depends on whether it is a working class area, or a middle class area. Also the area may have changed over time from an area of rich people to an area of poor people. In such cases (for example, New Cross in London), the big Georgian and Victorian houses have been divided up into lots of flats. Where one large house would have had one family and some servants, it may now have 5-10 families. Most British people love gardens, and this is one reason why so many people prefer to live in houses rather than flats. Actually, about 80% of British people live in houses. About 67% of British people own their houses or flats. The rest are ‘renting’ i.e. living in rented accommodation.

The First President and Leader of the Nation Nursultan Nazarbayev has said that “the huge potential for integration into Kazakh culture for every ethnic group of the country may be realized only through the open character of the Kazakh culture itself".

The Republic of Kazakhstan
Kazakhstan is a unitary republic with a presidential system. The President serves as both the head of state and the commander-in-chief of the armed forces. The President is elected by popular vote for a five-year term and holds significant executive powers, including appointing the Prime Minister and other key officials.
Kazakhstan’s government is based on the principle of the separation of powers among three branches: executive, legislative, and judicial.
1. Executive Branch: Headed by the President, it includes the Prime Minister, deputy prime ministers, and ministers. The executive branch enforces laws and manages internal and foreign policies. The government is responsible for executing national economic and social policies.
2. Legislative Branch: The Parliament is bicameral, consisting of two houses:
– Senate: The upper house has 49 members. Some are elected by local representative bodies called mäslihats, while others are appointed by the President. Senators serve six-year terms.
– Mäjilis: The lower house comprises 98 members elected for five-year terms. Elections use a mixed system: 69 members are chosen through proportional representation from party lists, and 29 are elected from single-member districts. The Mäjilis is responsible for initiating legislation and approving the national budget.
3. Judicial Branch: The judicial system is independent and protects the rights and freedoms of citizens. The Supreme Court is the highest judicial body in civil, criminal, and administrative cases. The Constitutional Court ensures that laws and regulations comply with the Constitution. Judges are appointed by the President with the approval of the Senate.
The United Kingdom
The United Kingdom (UK) is a constitutional monarchy with a parliamentary democracy. The monarch, King Charles III as of 2025, serves as the ceremonial head of state, while the Prime Minister is the head of government.
The UK's Parliament is also bicameral:
1. House of Commons: This is the lower house, consisting of Members of Parliament (MPs) elected by the public in general elections. The leader of the majority party in the House of Commons is invited by the monarch to become the Prime Minister.
2. House of Lords: The upper house is made up of appointed members, including life peers, bishops, and hereditary peers. As of 2025, there are ongoing discussions about reforming the House of Lords to enhance its democratic legitimacy. 
The UK has a system of devolution, granting certain legislative powers to regional governments in Scotland, Wales, and Northern Ireland. Each has its own parliament or assembly responsible for specific areas like education and health.


Key Differences
– Head of State: Kazakhstan's President holds significant executive power, whereas the UK's monarch has a ceremonial role with limited political authority.
– Government Structure: Kazakhstan operates a presidential system, concentrating executive power in the presidency. The UK employs a parliamentary system where the executive branch derives its legitimacy from the legislature.
– Devolution: The UK has devolved powers to regional governments, allowing for localized decision-making. Kazakhstan remains a unitary state with centralized authority.

Differences Between the Education System in Kazakhstan and the United Kingdom
Structure of Education
Kazakhstan: The education system includes kindergarten (optional), primary school (grades 1-4), basic secondary (grades 5-9), and upper secondary (grades 10-11 or college). University follows after.
UK: Children start with primary school (ages 5-11), then move to secondary school (ages 11-16). After that, students can choose to continue with A-levels or vocational training until age 18, followed by university.
Language of Instruction
Kazakhstan: Lessons are typically in Kazakh or Russian, though trilingual education (Kazakh, Russian, English) is becoming more popular.
UK: The language of instruction is English across all levels.
Curriculum Flexibility

READING FOR PLEASURE
The Winter Olympics
The Winter Olympic Games happen once every four years for sports that take place on snow or ice. The first ever games were held in Chaminoux, France in 1942 and there were five events: bobsleigh, curling, ice-hockey, skiing and skating. Skiing and skating are now broken down into different categories such as cross-country skiing or ski jumping.
Eddie 'the Eagle' Edwards was a famous British ski jumper who competed in the 1988 Winter Olympics in Calgary. The spectators, who were watching from the stands and on TV, loved Eddie because he was an underdog. He had taught himself to ski and he didn't even own a pair of skis – he had borrowed a pair just to compete! Eddie the Eagle didn't make it to the winner's podium, he actually came last. But they made a film about his adventures.
Skating is another popular Winter Olympic sport. It takes places on an ice rink. Speed skaters have to skate very fast whereas figure skating is more artistic, like dancing on ice. Michelle Kwan is a famous American figure skater who won a bronze medal at the games in Salt Lake City in 2002. She also won a silver medal at the Nagano Winter Olympics in 1998. Kwan never won a gold medal at the Olympics, but she did come first at five World Championships.
But winning isn’t everything, just making it to the Olympic games is something to celebrate. These days there are more than five sports at the games. New ones like snowboarding and luge have been added over the years. The games have taken place in eleven different countries on three continents, but they have never been held in the southern hemisphere. This is probably because the Winter Olympics are usually held in February, which is the height of summer in the southern hemisphere.

Tomfoolery in Newfoundland
On the eastern coast of Canada, in Newfoundland, a different kind of Christmas celebration has been gaining popularity since the 1970s. Mummering, also called Jennying or Jannying, is a folk tradition that actually dates back to 1819 in Canada and medieval Rome before that.
The tradition generally takes place a few weeks before Christmas. It involves people dressing up in outrageous costumes, wearing masks and changing their voices in order to conceal their identity. Once in disguise, a group of mummers will visit the home of a friend, neighbour or family member to perform a joke, song or dance. Once the host has successfully guessed the identity of the jokers, the masks are removed and the guests are invited in to drink, dance and be merry.
But it was not always fun and games in Newfoundland. Mummering actually has a dark and violent past. In the 19th century, mummers often carried large sticks or other weapons. Some people took advantage of the masked costumes to rob houses and carry out violent attacks. The custom was officially banned in 1861 after a man was killed whilst walking home. The custom largely disappeared from public life, however, it is believed that people carried on mummering in their homes.
When the mummer’s song was released in 1981 by the band Simani, the tradition slowly began to return to popular culture. More recently a number of official festivals and parades have been established in celebration of mummering. Emphasis is placed on silly homemade costumes which take advantage of household items such as curtains, blankets, underwear, pillows and shoes on the wrong feet. When it comes to mummering, tomfoolery is the new normal!

Going to the doctor

You need to go to the doctor even if the disease does not require surgery. A good doctor will always tell you what to do and what is forbidden to do during the illness. Maybe he will prescribe you some pills or will make you stick to a special diet.
I would like to tell you my story. A week ago I got sick with the simple cold and did not want to go to the doctor point-black. But still I had to do it because I needed a medical certificate, which would prove my health to be in a poor state. I was putting off a visit to the doctor to the last. And just two days later I decided to make an appointment.
When the doctor saw me, he was shocked. Pale appearance, red eyes, bunged up nose, slurred speech and a high temperature. All these things made him indignant. As it turned out later, it was the flu not just the cold and as it seemed to me. I took blood tests and the doctor told me that I may have slight sequela. If I had come earlier, I could have avoided it. I didn’t argue with him, but once and for all I vowed to never ignore a visit to the doctor.

Weather in the UK
There are a lot of people who wants to move and live in the UK. Most of all people are even dreaming of it, but certainly they don’t know everything about the weather in Britain.
In the spring the weather is mild in some parts of Britain. It rains a lot, especially in the west and in the centre of England. You can never be right about the weather for a day. You can get wet through and in twenty minutes the sun appears. If you go out without an umbrella, this means it will be raining for sure.
In summer the weather is better. The south and the east parts are the warmest parts. Average temperatures can reach 30 degrees on some days. At the end of summer it is getting foggy more often.
In autumn it’s windy and foggy; and it rains quite often. This season can be called neither too cold nor warm.
In winter there are a few sunny days. In the south of England you can see blue sky sometimes. But as a rule it is very cold, and the sky is often cloudy. Especially it can be noticed in the north and east. Winter is not very pleasant in these regions.

The United Kingdom
The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland (the UK) is the official name of the state, which is situated on the British Isles. This state is also called Great Britain after the main island with the same name. The UK consists of four countries, which are England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. Their capitals are London, Edinburgh, Cardiff and Belfast.
The UK is an island state. The two main islands are Great Britain (where England, Scotland and Wales are situated) and Ireland (where Northern Ireland and the independent Irish Republic are situated). The two islands are separated by the Irish Sea. The UK is washed by the Atlantic Ocean in the north and the North Sea in the east.
The UK is separated from the continent by the English Channel and the Strait of Dover. The Strait of Dover is the narrowest part of English Channel. The nearest point to Europe is Dover which is only thirty-two miles from France. Dover is one of the most ancient ports. If you cross the English Channel by ferry you can see the white chalk cliffs of Dover and Dover Castle.
Everyone who was born in Britain is British. People from England are English. People from Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland are not English. They are Scottish or the Scotts, Welsh and Irish.
Everyone in Britain speaks English. But in some parts of Scotland and Wales people speak different languages as well. The Welsh are especially proud of their language. They like to speak Welsh, to sing songs in Welsh and when you travel you can see road signs in Welsh all over Wales. Everyone in the UK speaks English but they all speak it differently. A Scottish person has to listen carefully if he wants to understand a Londoner or a Welsh person.
More than 56 million people live in Britain. Many of them live in big industrial cities like London. The biggest cities of England are Manchester, Birmingham, Leeds, Liverpool (England); Edinburg, Glasgow, (Scotland).
Foreigners are often surprised by the fact that much of land in Britain is open country. There are many lonely hills, quiet rivers, deep lakes and just farmlands especially in the south of the country. The open country is named Lowlands but it changes for hills called Highlands in the north of the country.

The park had always been closed at six every evening, and this had meant that the playground closed at that time too, but now the town council was discussing whether, in the summer, the playground should be left open till later. There was a lot of discussion about this among the members of the town council. A few of them thought that children should not be encouraged to stay out late in the evenings; others said that it was healthy for children to have a change from television to get some fresh air, and to be able to play in the playground instead of perhaps doing things that were either dangerous or harmful. At last one of the council members who was a woman, asked, «Have any of you ever gone to the playground on a summer evening? If you had, you would have seen that there are groups of children playing there after six every evening».
«But the playground isn't open then!» others cried.
«I know» the woman answered, «but it's no mystery that there are plenty of small holes in the fence round the playground through which the children can climb. And when they have to get in that way, they're much more eager to do so than if the gates are open. It's much more exciting for them to do things they think are forbidden, you sec, and it does no harm, does it?»
The other members of the town council laughed, and they all agreed that the gates should continue to be closed at six for the children's sake, so as not to spoil their fun.
